With advanced entry points across many of the
University’s degrees, if you've already gained,
or are working towards, an award at your own
institution you may be able to use it for entry
to year three or four of a related UWS degree.

English language requirements

So that you can cope with studies, if English is not your first language,
it is essential that you have a good command of written and spoken
English. As a rough guide, a TOEFL score of 550 or above, or an IELTS
score of 6 or above (minimum of 5 in each component) is acceptable
as evidence of proficiency in English. A variety of English language
qualifications are accepted for entry to degree study at the University.
