Classes are arranged with lecturers and cover the use of electronic resources, primarily e-journals and using EBSCOHost databases. Any distance students who are unable to attend should contact Sheena Tran.
Overview of electronic resources

Online resources include databases, e-journals, e-books and subject websites. 

· The most appropriate databases for alcohol and drug studies are listed within the social sciences databases. These include ASSIA, Arts and Humanities Citation Index, EBSCO SOCIndex, International Bibliography of the Social Sciences (IBSS) and Social Sciences Citation Index. Factivia is also useful for newspapers along with Newsbank. 
· The e-journals list provides a searchable list of all e-journals by title, subject or location. 

A Quick reference checker provides an additional search facility when more details of journal articles are available. 

The Electronic Journal Guide provides detailed information on how to search the e-journals.
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provides a link to subscribed full text articles from the library databases. The SFX FAQ provides details of how journals can be accessed.

· E-books At present these are of limited use to alcohol and drug studies students. E-books can be accessed via NetLibrary or Dawson’s.
· Subject websites contain a listing of external sites. Users are welcome to make suggestions for inclusion on the web pages.
