BOOKS, and other materials

NB: much of this section refers specifically to resources held at Ayr Campus library.  
Finding Books in the Library

Search the library’s online Catalogue (or OPAC – Online Public Access Catalogue) to find out what the *library holds (not just books, but also other print items, audiovisual items, etc).  Do a keyword search for your topic. The catalogue can be accessed from any computer with Internet access.   You can link to the library Catalogue from MyUWSLibrary on Blackboard, and from the library’s web pages at: http://www.uws.ac.uk/schoolsdepts/library  
*Note that the catalogue lists books etc held at all UWS campus libraries.  If you would like to borrow a book/item held at another campus: click on the ‘request’ option beside the details of the book/item you require, listed on the catalogue. 

See ‘Guide to the library catalogue’, available from MyUWSLibrary (link to the ‘eLibrarian’ section) on Blackboard.  Library staff will happily answer questions about how to search the catalogue.
Books are arranged on the library shelves according to the Dewey Decimal Classification system (DDC).  Each book in the library is given a ‘class number’ label, from 001-999, (called ‘shelfmark’ on the library catalogue) which represents the subject of the book, so that books on the same subject are shelved together.  Note that as a subject becomes more specific, so does the numbering – ie: the longer the decimal number, the more specific the subject.  Note also that there is a three letter suffix at the end of the decimal number: this usually taken from the author’s surname, and occasionally from the title of the book.
Books on ‘education’ can be found at the class numbers 370-379 and their subdivisions.  However, note that books relevant to the study of education are also located at other class numbers, according to their subject content. Books on teaching a subject at secondary education level (and those covering both primary and secondary) are generally under the shelfmark for the subject (eg: English language at 420-428)
Books on teaching a subject at primary/elementary education level are shelved at 372.3 – 372.8 (for list, see p. 6).
Some ‘shelfmarks’ you might find useful are: 

Note that this is intended as a guide, listing a selection of shelfmarks, to make browsing of the stock on the shelves easier.  Remember to use the library catalogue, keyword option, to search for books on your topic.

Reference Books

Books held in the ‘Reference’ collection (NB: at Ayr Campus, all ‘reference’ books are shelved together in a separate collection), such as encyclopaedias, dictionaries, directories and handbooks, are useful for quick facts, locating contact details of individuals and organisations, and for providing an introduction, overview or definition of a particular subject.  All reference books have the prefix ‘REF’ before the shelfmark, and are for use in the library only.

· ‘The Routledge international encyclopedia of education’ 

is shelved at REF 370.3
· ‘Education Yearbook’ is shelved at REF 370.941

· ‘The Continuum encyclopedia of young adult literature’ is shelved at 

REF 809.89283
Electronic Books

The library provides access to a number of electronic books relevant to the study of education via the Taylor & Francis eBooks service. There is a link to this from the ‘Resources’ section of My UWS Library on Blackboard. Ebooks are also listed on the library catalogue, which provides a link to the full-text content.  Use the ‘Advanced search’ on the catalogue, and select the ‘Collection’ limit – ‘electronic books’
‘Junior’ materials

These are held upstairs in the library at Ayr.

Books aimed at children aged 3-14 years: these include junior non-fiction books, fiction collection, picture books, and ‘big’ books.  

Also shelved in the ‘Junior’ resources room:  reading schemes, including ‘Literacy World’ teacher resources for ‘stages’ 1-4, and ‘Jolly Phonics’ teacher books.  There is also a collection of posters & poster packs on various topics.  

Multimedia ‘kits’ & audiovisual resources

Note also the collections of multimedia “kits”, CDs & other AV resources, kept behind the library issue desk. These can all be traced using a keyword search on the library catalogue.  Please ask library staff if you would like help finding these resources on the catalogue, or if you would like to have a quick look at any of them before borrowing them.
Global Citizenship Collection

This collection is held in the library at Ayr Campus, main floor, and is 
sponsored by the West of Scotland Development Education Centre (WOSDEC).  It contains resources (eg: books, information packs, video packs, photograph packs, big books, game & activity packs) on the areas of global issues & geography, multicultural society, citizenship, environment & sustainable development, human rights, justice and equality issues. The resources, aimed at age groups from pre-school to secondary, are designed to support and enhance the Scottish school curriculum.  See the WOSDEC website at http://www.wosdec.org/
Scottish Poetry Library Collection

The library at Ayr Campus holds a Scottish Poetry Library outreach collection.  This is located on the main floor, beside the ‘Reference Collection’.  You can find out more about the Scottish Poetry Library Collection from their website http://www.spl.org.uk/
Interlibrary loans & ‘additional’ books

You can search other online library catalogues to find out what book titles (apart from those held at the campus libraries of the University of the West of Scotland) have been published on your required subject area.  The following in particular is useful:-

If the library does not the hold book (or other item, including journal articles) you require, it can usually be obtained through interlibrary loan (ILL).  ILL ‘request forms’ are available from the library issue desk.  If you are a part-time or distance student, and find it inconvenient to visit the library to collect a form, please contact the library to ask for assistance.  Although most items requested on ILL arrive within a week of the date the request is sent, it can take a lot longer for some items to arrive.  Ideally you should allow at least two weeks for ILL requests to arrive.
Visiting other libraries, & reciprocal access schemes
For information about access to other higher education libraries, ask library staff, or find out more from MyUWSLibrary on Blackboard, which has information about the Sconul Access scheme:-
Sconul Access (www.access.sconul.ac.uk)
Under the Sconul Access arrangements, you only qualify for borrowing privileges if you are following a recognised distance learning course, or are a registered part-time student or a full time postgraduate student.  UWS library staff can arrange borrowing access for you. 

(NB: full time undergraduate students will often be allowed reference only access, on production of their UWS student banner ID card – ask library staff if unsure)

ELECTRONIC RESOURCES: ejournals, databases & Athens accounts

Athens account login
You will need an Athens username and password to use most of the library’s electronic resources.  This is created for you when you enrol.  You will receive a student email with details of your username and password.

For any problems with Athens logins, or for details of other passwords, please contact the library.
Journals
Journals (also called serials or periodicals) are publications dedicated to a particular subject.  They are usually published on a weekly, monthly or quarterly basis.  Journals are an excellent source of high quality, up-to-date academic articles, cover specific topics and issues in depth, and are more useful than books (which date more quickly and tend to cover broader subject areas) if you are looking for the latest research in your area. 

The library subscribes to both hard copy (printed) journals, and electronic journals.
Which journals does the library take? 
We provide access to thousands of journals online, and these are known as electronic journals, or ejournals.  
Go to MyUWSLibrary on Blackboard, and find the link to access our Athens and Electronic Resources, then, to locate a particular journal title, click on ‘Find eJournal lists (A-Z and subject)’.  You can also access the ejournals listing on the library website.  
To find out which print journals the library takes you can use the library Catalogue (link from MyUWSLibrary on Blackboard).  Choose either a title or keyword search in the ‘Advanced Search’ page and set the ‘collection’ option to ‘serials’.  In the library at Ayr Campus, print journals are shelved upstairs in alphabetical order by journal title and are ‘for use in the library only’.  The most recent issues are kept on the display shelving.  Print journals prior to the past ten years are shelved in store – please ask at the library issue desk for these.

If in any doubt as to the availability of a journal, either print or electronic, please ask library staff.

Finding relevant articles in journals: searching databases
· How do you find out about articles published on your subject without having to look through a large number of journals one-by-one?
To do this quickly and easily there is a selection of databases available to search via MyUWSLibrary on Blackboard: click on link to access our Athens and Electronic Resources, then Databases.  These allow you to search for articles on specific topics.  The library has both full-text databases which allow you to view and print the entire journal article and *Bibliographic databases which provide only brief citation details of the article – the author(s), title and details of the journal where the article appeared and a brief summary or abstract of the article.  Some databases include a mix of full articles and citation details/short abstracts only.

Remember that these databases are not different or separate from journals. They are simply a way of finding out what has been published in journals.

.  In a citation/index database search (no full text), clicking on this symbol beside the article you want will allow you to link directly to the full text article, provided the library has a subscription.  If we have no electronic link to the article then SFX[image: image2.png]


 will show you the library’s print holdings on the catalogue.
If the library doesn’t provide full-text access (either in print or electronically) to a journal article you require, you can request a copy of the article through the interlibrary loans service (ILL).   Ask at the library issue desk if you wish to request an ILL.
Note that the library also provides access to other types of database which you can use to search for other resources such as newspaper articles, reports, government publications and images & sound/movie clips.

STATISTICS RESOURCES
Statistical information is published in a variety of formats, in print and electronically.  Statistics may be local, national or international, and are available from government and other bodies.  Statistical series can be useful for sources of information about, for example: class sizes, teacher ratios, qualifications obtained. 
Some statistical publications are available in the Reference Collection, however a wealth of useful statistical information is now freely available on the Internet.  Note that the library generally no longer stocks the print version of a statistics publication that is freely available full-text online. 

To find electronic sources of official statistics, see MyUWSLibrary on Blackboard,  (http://blackboard.uws.ac.uk): find the link to access our Athens and Electronic Resources.  From under Databases, select the link for ‘Statistics’.

INTERNET SOURCES - GENERAL
There is a vast amount of valuable information now available on the Internet, however remember that material freely available on the Web may not have an academic or scientific basis, so think before you quote.  Look for websites associated with an academic institution, professional organisation or government department.

LITERATURE SEARCHING
There are a number of points to consider when planning a literature search:

Define the scope of your topic
Clarify your ideas before beginning your literature search.  If necessary, consult textbooks, handbooks or encyclopaedias relevant to your topic as these can provide an overview your subject and the terminology used. 

Compile a list of keywords and/or phrases relevant to your topic, including both broader and narrower terms.  Also bear in mind differences between British and American spelling and terminology: for example ‘behaviour’ /‘behavior’, and ‘primary education’/‘elementary education’.  Try to think of synonyms and related concepts which might also cover your topic. 

Decide if you need to limit your search, by for example, date (are you only interested in material published in the last 5 years?), or geographical limit (are you limiting your search to material from the UK only?). 

Sources of information
These will probably include both printed sources and electronic resources (databases, ejournals and the Internet).  It is important to consider the different types of information which may be relevant, for example, books, journal articles, newspaper articles, reports, conference proceedings, government/official publications, and statistics.  The results of a well conducted literature search usually reflect a variety of different types of information, drawn from a wide range of resources. 

Record your references
Keep a note of all useful references found.  Note that most databases allow results of searches to be printed, emailed, or downloaded.  Remember to include the full bibliographic details of the citation, as these will be required when preparing your list of references at the end of your assignment.  It is important that you acknowledge these sources of information.  If you do not then you may be accused of plagiarism, which means that you are presenting the ideas and writings, ie the intellectual property of another person, as your own.

Allow enough time
You may need some extra time if material you require has to be obtained from another library via the interlibrary loans service.
Tips on searching databases

Before starting your search, you should give some thought to keywords and/or phrases relevant to your topic.  Note that most databases have ‘Help’ / ’search tips’ screens that can be consulted as you are using the database.  These will explain: 

· how to carry out your search more effectively 
· how to use truncation (to search for variant spellings or word endings. Truncation symbols most commonly used in databases are *, ?, or $ - it can vary from database to database. For example, searching assess* would retrieve terms for assessed, assesses, assessment etc.) 
· the use of Boolean operators, for example, AND, OR, AND NOT, (to broaden or narrow searches) 
· how to limit results (by date, document type, language, etc).
