Your contract is always between you and the childcare provider. You should familiarise yourself with
your contract as notice is usually required to make any changes or cancel your arrangement.

If you choose to change childcare providers during the academic session, you must ensure you provide
us and your provider with adequate notice. If you do not, you may be faced with childcare costs that we
cannot assist with.

Awards will be based on a maximum of 35 which covers the academic year from September to May.
PGCE students may apply for a maximum of 39 weeks which covers the academic year from August to
May.

If your costs change, you must provide us with written confirmation of this from your provider that
includes dates when changes took effect. We can then recalculate any award.

Notes to Childcare Providers:

This student is applying to the University for assistance with the cost of childcare while studying. Any
award made is a contribution towards costs and is made on behalf of the student. It is the responsibility
of the student for any outstanding amount.

The information provided by you is processed by the University in accordance with the provisions of the
Data Protection Act 1998.

The application process can take 4 weeks from the point of submission of a correctly completed
application.
